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The main entrance roads to the Silverdale Township are via
Silverdale Street and Tavern Road. Access to and from these
roads is however limited from State Highway 1, since only left
turns are allowed.

2.7.2 Internal roads

The existing internal road network is such that the natural
flow of traffic is limited as a result of a number of dead ends.
The following roads lead to dead ends:

— Blanc Road

— Anvil Road

— Manga Road

— Blue Gum Avenue
- Foundry Road

— Ingot Place (private road)
- Furnace Place

-~ Flexman Place

— Titan Place

— Agency Lane

— Curley Avenue

The above roads represent almost 80% of the roads in
Silverdale and provide access to most of the urban area.

2.7.3  Existing Silverdale Traffic Patterns

State Highway 1 (Hibiscus Coast Highway) runs straight
through the centre of Silverdale dividing the town, and traffic
flows of 36,000 vehicles per day are obviously the highest for
the area. This central section of SH1 is fed from the south by
East Coast Road and SH1 from Albany, which carry 18,200
vehicles per day and 16,900 vehicles per day respectively.
To the north of Silverdale the traffic splits again with 16,800
on Whangaparaoca Road and 21,600 remaining on SH1
towards Orewa.

Within Silverdale the busiest roads are Wainui Road which
carries 5,500 vehicles per day with 3,850 vehicles per day on
Silverdale Street and 3,050 vehicles per day on Tavern Road.
These traffic flows are based on a series of traffic counts
undertaken by the Rodney District Council over the last five
years. Traffic count information has been factored up by a
growth rate of 4% per year to ensure that all traffic estimates
reflect current flows. Existing traffic circulation patterns within
Silverdale are largely governed by the fact that it is not
possible to turn right onto the State Highway from Silverdale
Street. (Parlane and Ass.)

2.7.4  Future Silverdale Traffic Patterns

Changes to traffic patterns in the area are likely to occur
following the completion of the ALPURT motorway extension
currently being built by Transit New Zealand. The link from
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Silverdale to Puhoi is likely to be completed in 2003. Access
to the south is expected to be greatly improved when the first
stage of the new motorway opens at the end of this year, with
on and off ramps at the southern end of Silverdale. A ban on
heavy vehicles entering Orewa from the west means that
trucks will still be required to travel on SH1 through Silverdale
until the motorway extension to Puhoi is completed. Full
motorway ramps for both north and southbound traffic will be
built as the motorway is extended. The future form of the old
SH1 has not yet been determined, however it is likely to
remain as four lanes.

Other factors that will influence traffic are the development of
the mainly residential area to the north as defined in the
Silverdale North Structure Plan prepared by Rodney District
Council. This will probably include the extension of Silverdale
Street to the north to form a cross - roads intersection. The
expected Weiti River Crossing, like ALPURT, will also
probably reduce traffic flows on SH1 but to a lesser extent.
The environmental impact statement prepared as a part of
the designation process indicates that this new road will be
open sometime in 2003 or 2004. (Parlane and Ass.)

2.7.5  Future Traffic Flows

Studies have indicated that approximately 17,000 vehicles
per day will divert from the existing SH1 through Silverdale to
the new motorway, once the link from Silverdale to Puhoi has
been completed. This is expected to occur in the year 2003.

The Weiti Crossing expected for 2003 — 2004 is also likely to
reduce traffic flows on State Highway 1, but will have less of

an impact than the new motorway. For planning purposes the
traffic flow on State Highway 1 is likely to reduce to
somewhere in the vicinity of 15,000 — 20,000 vehicles per
day. (Parlane and Ass.)

2.7.6  Existing bus route

The existing bus route is shown in Figure 9. The buses move
in a northerly direction in Silverdale Street, where after they
turn right into Wainui Road. Access to Auckland and Orewa is
via State Highway 1.

The existing bus transfer point is provided in Silverdale Street
opposite the Warehouse. There is, however, only enough
space provided for a maximum of three buses. More buses
will lead to traffic congestion as well as being particularly
dangerous for pedestrians crossing between them at this
point.

2.7.7  Summary /implications

The structure plan area is well served by access routes,
which will support future development in the area.

The existing traffic patterns should however be managed
effectively in order to enhance the traffic flow in the area.
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28  VIEWS AND ORIENTATION

The views and orientation in the study area is shown in
Figure 10. The following aspects are indicated:

e Good Views

The areas that are indicated as areas with good views are
those situated at a higher level providing views upon the river
and/or scenic areas.

s Poor Views

Some areas located within close proximity to the existing
industrial area, which overlook upon industries, warehouses
etc. These areas have poorer amenity.

» Northerly Aspect

The northerly aspect is especially important for residential
development. The area south of the Weiti River mostly has a
northerly aspect, as well as views across the valley.

29 EXISTING PEDESTRIAN TRAFFIC

291  Pedestrian Safety and Surveilance

At this point in time a large number of areas within the
Silverdale Township creates an unsafe atmosphere for
pedestrians due to the following aspects :

¢ Poor visual policing

— Some streets have no activity or street frontage
overlooking the street (refer photos on pedestrian
safety)

¢ Poor lighting
— Need for increased lighting
» Hiding places

— Existence of bush and shrubs that provide potential
hiding places.

The above areas are indicated in Figure 11.

Generally, the area does not provide for pleasant and safe
walking, especially after dark.
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29.2 Pedestrian Access

Pedestrian access within Silverdale Township is limited as a
result of physical barriers e.g. State Highway 1 and a part of
the Weiti River.

Only two pedestrian crossings are provided within the
township, both situated in Silverdale Street. The only
pedestrian link between the Silverdale retail focus area and
the industrial focus area, is the pedestrian walkway
underneath State Highway 1. In broad daylight this route is
hardly used at all, and pedestrians mostly cross State
Highway 1 at their own peril.

Desired links for pedestrians between main routes and focus
areas are thus not provided at this point in time. The existing
pedestrian access is shown in Figure 12.

29.3 Pedshed

The Ped Shed (Figure 13) indicates the properties reached
within a given time (5 min. and 10 min. respectively) by
pedestrians from a certain point (corner of Silverdale Road
and Agency Lane). This point is seen as the centre of the
township, also being the bus transfer point.

The assumption is made that the distance covered within 5
minutes walking time is 400 metres and 800 metres in 10
minutes.

From the Ped Shed it is clear that the lack of pedestrian
linkages are limiting the access to properties, especially those
situated within the industrial focus area (south of State
Highway 1). This barrier results in the pedestrians’

unwillingness to enter the industrial focus area on foot from
the existing bus transfer point. It is clear that State Highway 1
is creating a barrier which is dangerous and unpleasant to
cross and is severing the two “halves” of Silverdale to the
detriment of its vitality and progress.

29.4 Summary /implications

The lack of pedestrian traffic and the specific barrier limiting
their circulation are important shortcomings, which will need
to be remedied.

The plan will have to allow for better pedestrian movement
and circulation in future, making it more safe and attractive to
all.

210 METROPOLITAN URBAN LIMITS

The boundary of the Metropolitan Urban Limits effecting the
study area is shown in Figure 14. The area south of the
boundary is currently restricted from any future urban
development.

210.1 Implications

The above urban limit is a restrictive condition, which wil
have to be addressed in order to enable future development
outside the boundary.
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211 SILVERDALE NORTH STRUCTURE PLAN

The Silverdale North Structure Plan, which was approved by
Council during 1998, has the following direct implications on
the proposed Silverdale South Structure Plan:

2111 Land Use

e The Silverdale North Structure Plan accommodates low,
medium and high density residential development along
Wainui Road.

o The Holy Trinity Church and existing cemetery is located
along Wainui Road just west of the Silverdale Street
extension.

e A business activity area is accommodated in the southern
corner of the Silverdale North Structure Plan area
bounded by Wainui Road and State Highway 1. This
business activity area covers approximately 14 hectares.

» Apart from the existing Kingsway School, two additional
primary school sites are accommodated within the above
structure plan which will serve the Silverdale Region.

211.2 Roading Framework

e The extension of Whangaparaca Road (Silverdale
Parkway) to the west and then north toward the ALPURT
and Wainui Road intersection;

o The extension of Silverdale Street to the north-east to
connect with the Whangaparaca Road extension. The
Holy Trinity Church will be relocated to the west to
accommodate this proposed extension,

e Wainui Road will continue to State Highway 1 with only
left turn in and left turn out movements permitted,;

e Wainui Road follows its present alignment except in the
north where it connects with ALPURT and the
Whangaparaoa Road extension.

2.11.3 Summary/implications

The land uses within the Silverdale North Structure Plan
adjoining the study area are mostly residential, except the
business activity area to the south.

The proposed extensions of Silverdale Street and
Whangaparaoa Road, as well as the fact that only left turns in
and out of Wainui Road will be permitted from and into State
Highway 1, will have a major impact on the Silverdale South
Structure Plan. The Wainui Road / State Highway 1
intersection will thus be eliminated to a large extent.
