SUMMARY:  
Following the ratification of all parking restrictions in the Rodney District by the Regulatory 
Committee in July 2005, provision was made for amendments or additions to the existing 
restrictions.  It is proposed that new no stopping lines be installed at the streets shown in 
Appendices 1 to 12 and 15, and parking restriction signage for street as shown in Appendix 13 
and 14. In addition, the existing no stopping lines at Matakana Road should be approved 
(Appendix 15).    

RECOMMENDATION:  
(a) That new no stopping lines be installed at the streets shown in 

Appendices 1 to 12 to the agenda report.  

(b) That parking restriction signage at streets shown in Appendix 13 and 14 to 
the agenda report be installed.  

(c) That the existing no stopping

 

lines at Matakana Road, as shown in 
Appendix 15 to the agenda report, be approved.  

 

1.0 Background  

Following recent requests, a review by the Council’s Manager: Transport Operations and Safety 
has indicated that “no stopping” lines are required to be installed due to Council Engineers 
identifying  safety improvements to allow clearer visibility from driveways. In addition, the “no 
stopping lines” at the Huapai School area will allow better circulation to traffic and reduce potential 
conflicts between buses and private vehicles. 

2.0 Conclusion 

The changes recommended for no stopping line restrictions will create a safer environment for 
the traffic as any hazard caused by parked vehicles at these locations will be reduced.
