SUMMARY:

Following the ratification of all parking restrictions in the Rodney District by the Regulatory Committee
in July 2005, provision was made for amendments or additions to the existing restrictions. It is
proposed that new “no stopping” lines be installed at Layton Road, Manly (Appendix 1), Matija Place,
Red Beach (Appendix 2) and Rimu Road, Stanmore Bay (Appendix 3).

RECOMMENDATION:
That new “no stopping” lines be installed on Layton Road, Manly, Matija Place, Red

Beach and Rimu Road, Stanmore Bay as shown in Appendices 1 — 3 of the agenda
report.

1.0 Background

Following recent requests, a review by the Council’s Manager: Transport Operations and Safety, has
indicated that “no stopping” lines are required to be installed due to Council engineers identifying
safety improvements allowing clearer visibility from driveways.

2.0 Conclusion
The changes recommended for “no stopping” line restrictions will produce some minor safety

improvements for parking at Layton Road, Manly, Matija Place, Red Beach and Rimu Road,
Stanmore Bay.
