2.0 BACKGROUND  

S95 Decision  

2.1 This application was publicly notified for the following reasons: 

(i) The proposal will require the removal of approximately 43 native trees along the 
alignment of the track.  The removal of the bush as well as the disruption to natural 
habitats introduced the potential for an adverse environmental effect that may be 
more than minor upon vegetation and faunal habitats within the site. 

(ii) The introduction of a driveway within an area of vegetation was considered to 
introduce more than minor effects on the local landscape. 

(iii) A portion of the track between CH20 to CH35 is located immediately adjacent to the 
southern boundary of 29 Cochrane Avenue (Lot 7 DP110375).  The track excavation 
and installation of a retaining wall to support the cut slopes at this location intercepts 
the 1:2 batter line and was considered to have potential stability effects on this 
property. 

(iv) The track will be sited within common property of Lot 9 DP110375 and therefore 
administered by the body corporate responsible for the site.  The applicant has not 
provided any written consent from the members and accordingly these members 
were considered to be affected by the proposal. 

(v) The increase in traffic movements during the construction of the driveway was 
considered to have adverse effects that are more than minor on the properties that 
access the formed driveway off Cochrane Avenue.  

Relevant Planning History & Existing Consents  

2.2 The site contains existing dwellings and vacant building platforms which form part of a 
partially completed unit title arrangement.  The four existing household units are currently 
used as residential dwellings.    

2.3 The planning history of the site can be summarised as follows. 

(i) Scheme Plan R13616 was approved on 6 August 1985 and subsequently varied on 4 
March 1996.  This authorised a 15 lot subdivision which included the subject site (Lot 
9 DP110375) as well as the protection of the bush via a bush bond. 

(ii) Unit titling of Lot 9 DP110375 under Scheme Plan No R14151 was approved on 15 
September 1987.  This permitted the development of ultimately ten units (Units A  J) 
as a final plan with an interim development plan utilising Future Development Units 
(FDU s).  At this stage, Unit A and B were existing dwellings.

(iii) Building Permit (TPA15222) was granted on 26 July 1990 to erect seven 
residential units (labelled E, F, G, H, I and J) on Lot 9 DP110375 (subject site) and 
one residential unit on Lot 8 DP110375.   

 

The plan included an indicative location of a concrete drive to access the units 
in a similar footprint to the current driveway application (refer to Figure 3).  
Apart from the property at 31 Cochrane Avenue (FDU 1, DP120928B), no other 
units were developed. 

 

In a letter to Council on 27 September 1990, the developer indicated that they 
would not be proceeding with the development of the above units.  The building 
consent subsequently lapsed on 5 April 1991.  

2.4 Currently, there are six undeveloped building platforms (Units E, F, G, H, I and J) and four 
developed units (Units A, B, C and D) on the subject site.  However, it is understood that Unit 
D is not in compliance with the unit tile plan.    

2.5 The staged unit title plans are illustrated on Figures 1 and 2.

3.0 THE PROPOSAL AND REASONS FOR APPLICATION  

3.1 The current application which is the subject of this hearing was submitted by Mr Simon 
Stanworth (applicant) on 10 August 2009.  

3.2 The applicant seeks consent to authorise some 453m3 of earthworks over a footprint of 
land disturbance of approximately 850m2 located within common property of a 1.8877ha 
site.  The earthworks are required to form a driveway extending from the existing 
driveway access leading off Cochrane Avenue to the six future development units 
(FDU s).
