SUMMARY:  
The District Plan and Regulatory Committee has delegated authority to appoint Commissioners to 
hear resource consent applications.   

The standing delegation is to the Resource Consents Hearing Panel; however the Regulatory 
Committee can consider specific appointments for any particular Hearing.   

The above application is scheduled to be heard by the Resource Consents Hearings Panel on 24 May 
2010. The application involves the subdivision of the land into two lots and the protection of 2.53ha of 
young shrub land which includes the protection of a colony plant (pomaderris hamiltonii) listed as 
sparse by the Auckland Botanical Society and habitat of a native centipede. The application also 
proposes the retiring a 4,900m2 area of the site. 

The applicant has requested that, in accordance with s100 (4) of the Resource Management Act 
1991, the hearing for the publically notified application to be held by independent commissioners (one 
or more) who are not members of the local authority. 

A s94 hearing was held in August 2009 where the decision was for the application to be fully notified. 
The applicant believes that it is appropriate in the circumstance to utilise section 100 of the RMA and 
ensure a robust and independent hearing .  

The application for the proposed earthworks is to be heard by the rostered Independent 
Commissioner, John Childs.  Having regard to the request of the applicant, it is preferable that 
Commissioner Childs sits with another commissioner to hear this application. Availability of a second 
commissioner is currently being explored.  

RECOMMENDATION:  
That pursuant to Section 34A of the Resource Management Act 1991, John Childs (Chair) 
and a second independent commissioner (to be advised) be appointed by the Chair of the 
District Plan and Regulatory Committee as the Independent Commissioners to hear this 
resource consent application.
